He went on to
join a well known poetry collective known as El
Grito De Poetas in 2005. His experience with
performance art and his talented mind has
created quite the artist. He engineered, produced
and mastered his first album entitled Timeline in
2005 and has worked on countless mixtapes
and music since then. Hip Hop is his base for
communication to the world and he as a man
and artist will not rest until his voice is heard and
his message understood.

Hip Hop is not just music but also a culture in
which the people of its community have a voice.
That voice is heard through music, dance, street
art and DJing. It’'s an art which has many
meanings along with an emotional value that
seems to be losing its hold on society.
